New Features:

Firmware New Features

1. Keep Management Parameters after Factory Reset: The APs support a CLI
“factory-reset keepmanagement” command for the APs preserved certain
configured parameters after the factory-defaults reset.

2. AP Hidden Page support: The AP Web Ul supports a hidden page that can be
accessed from the URL http://<AP address>/version.txt. This page
displays some AP information including the AP firmware version and MAC
address.

3. Default SSID values: The default values of the 16 SSIDs for each radio are
dlink1-dlink16 (DWL-8600AP) and dlink1-dlink8 (DWL-x500AP).

4. Support secondary RADIUS server for wireless client authentication.

5. RADIUS server Failover support: a secondary or backup RADIUS server can
be defined for wireless client authentication. If the primary RADIUS server
is not available, the secondary RADIUS server will act as a “failover” server
for wireless client authentication.

6. RADIUS server Fail-through support: In WPA/WPA2-Enterprise security, if
the authentication is failed at primary RADIUS server, switch can pass
wireless client information to secondary or backup RADIUS server for

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authentication.

7. SNMP Support: DWL-3500AP, 8500AP, and 8600AP are now accessible for
management through SNMP interface that supports SNMPv1, SNMPv2c
and SNMPv3 in standalone mode.

8. WDS Support: Wireless Distribution System (WDS) links are now supported
between standalone DWL-3500AP and DWL-8500AP. They are also
supported between standalone DWL-8600APs. But they are not supported
between a DWL-X500AP and a DWL-8600AP. The WDS configuration,
whether among DWL-8600APs or among DWL-x500APs, is supported via
Web Ul and CLI but not through SNMP.

When the command “factory-reset keepmanagement” is issued, the
following parameters on the AP will not be reset:

1. The View Neighboring Access Points page on the DWL-8600AP does not show
all available APs [DEUR20100819000006]

2. The DWL-x500APs do not support the "space" as encryption key within the
WPA/WPA2 encryption key, but “space” is included in ASCII support.

3. When Syslog is set to display messages of Debug level and higher on
DWL-3500AP, the error messages such as the following appear:

1. When WPA-Enterprise security is enabled, first-time roams between x500
APs and 8600 APs may require a new session to be established from the
RADIUS server.
-The PMK exchanges between the x500 and 8600 APs failed due to the
different size and structure of the PMK data on the x500 and 8600 APs. So
V3.0.0.12 the first client roaming between the X500 and 8600 APs is not a fast
roaming.

2. (DWL-8600AP ONLY) DWL-8600AP client QoS feature works well for
UDP-based applications but not for TCP-based applications.

3. WLAN Visualization feature only support IE6 or IE7 now. It might not work
correctly with Internet Explorer 8.

1. Using TKIP/RC4 encryption with WPA2 results in roughly 30% lower
throughput than using AES encryption due to a hardware limitation

2. Turbo / superG mode does not increase traffic rate significantly

3. The hardware encryption for WEP is used only when a single BSSID is active
on the radio. A second VAP precludes the use of hardware encryption
causing low throughput

4. The APs support manual antenna selection on a per-radio basis. Automatic
V2.2.0.22 antenna selection is not supported

V2.2.0.17 5. Tunneling is not expected to work with port-based routing interfaces. All
tunneled routing interfaces must be VLAN routing interfaces. APs should

VOl 6. If the PoE cable is suddenly removed from an AP, the associated clients fail
vV2.2.0.4 over to other APs after 6 ping losses.

7. If acaptive portal instance is associated with a disabled VAP, re-enabling the
VAP does not automatically enable the captive portal instance

9. (DWL-3500AP ONLY) A watchdog timer has been introduced to stop the AP
from hanging up occasionally

10. (Firmware v2.2.0.22 ONLY) The Firmware version showed in WEB Ul is
0.0.0, not 2.2.0.22. This issue will be fixed in next formal release.

1. (DWL-8500AP ONLY) If DWL-8500AP is operating with its 802.11a radio
turned on in a country that requires radar detection for 802.11a channel
selection (eg. GB, JP), sometimes the AP incorrectly becomes unmanaged.

V2.1.0.9 A patch that fixes this problem has been provided in 2.1.0.10

2. An AP with firmware v2.1.0.9 may have problem cooperating with a switch
with firmware v1.0.2.3 or below. Be sure the switch and the AP are both
upgraded to v2.1.0.9

1. A switch with firmware v2.0.0.6 may have problem cooperating with an AP
with firmware v1.0.2.6 or below. Be sure the switch and the AP are both
V2.0.0.6 upgraded to v2.0.0.6. (Only DWL-8500AP supports v2.0.0.6. DWL-3500AP
does not support v2.0.0.6 at this moment. In an environment with
DWL-3500AP, it is suggested to use v1.0.2.3 firmware for the switch
